Aaron Kisiah presented a Site Plan, Full Environmental Assessment Form Part 1 (SEQR form), and EAF Mapper Summary Report, and proposed map on behalf of Goodrich Auto Works, LLC for a proposed autobody workshop located 7334 State Route 54 at the South-East of the intersection of State Route 54 and Industrial Park Road, Bath New York 14810, tax map# 144.02-01-018.000.
 Total acreage of the property is 5.6 acres. The proposed project is to construct the automobile workshop that includes two proposed buildings.
The two buildings will be constructed in two phases. In the first phase, building 1 will be constructed with the total floor area of 8,100 SF, whereas the other building with floor area 3,900 SF will be constructed in phase 2. Attorney Squires submitted the Subdivision Applications, Short Environmental Assessment Form Part 1 and Part 2 (SEQR forms), and Survey maps.  The first property is owned by Trustee of Warren and Loretta Tetor Trust for 5946 County Route 11, Bath New York 14810, tax map# 189.00-01-017.112. Size of parcel to be divided is 5.116 acres to be divided into 3.60 acres (aged home) and 1.516 acres (vacant parcel). Current land use is an aged home (Country Valey Home). Character of land is suburban. Proposed use of site will remain the same.
