Public Hearing

Goodrich Auto Works, LLC

Planning Board Secretary, Trevor Parke read the Notice of Public Hearing.

Planning Board Chairman, James Hopkins opened the Public Hearing at 7:03PM regarding the Goodrich Auto Works, LLC proposed development located at 7334 State Route 54, Bath New York 14810, tax map# 144.02-01-018.000. The proposed development is to be an autobody workshop with two proposed buildings where they intend to provide detailing, graphics, and an accessory shop. 
Goodrich Auto Works, LLC representative Karl Schwesinger reported that the grading and drainage plans have been finalized. Renderings and maps were provided. 
Mr. William Andersen asked about fire hydrants, as there are none located East of County Route 54. In addition, he wondered who would be responsible for a waterline on the property. 
Mr. Schwesinger reported that after contacting Steuben County Emergency Services, there were no concerns of having a fire hydrant on the property. There is a hydrant located at Simmons Rockwell that could be used. In addition, there is a ¾’’ water main on the property. Moreover, a sprinkler system is not necessary on the property.

Norbut Solar Farms

Mr. Victor Ciaccia and Mr. Scott Winner of Norbut Solar presented a preliminary presentation on their intentions to build a solar farm on Snyder Road, Bath New York 14810. The Norbut Solar representatives explained that they would be purchasing the land on Snyder Road with the intention to subdivide the land into 3 parcels. There would be 3, 5 megawatt systems. They explained this would be a long-term investment. Beyond the solar farm, they would use the land for “community” benefit. This could include livestock on the property. The total acreage of the property would be 133 acres. The solar farm would encompass 75 acres. Norbut Solar is seeking ideas from the board as to how they can benefit the community through their land purchase. 

The power generated from the solar farm would be split 60% residential and 40% commercial. Individuals would contract month-to-month. Anyone who signs up would receive 10% off their energy bill. 

Norbut Solar will return in April to provide more concrete details on the project. 


Mr. Michael Buck

The Town of Bath Planning Board reviewed a Minor Subdivision application submitted by Michael Buck. Mr. Buck submitted the Subdivision Application, Short Environmental Assessment Form Part I and Part II (SEQR forms), tax maps, and survey maps for property located at 6772 State Route 415 S, tax map #159.19-01-006.000. Size of parcel to be divided is 11.88 acres to be 6.710 acres and 5.178 acres respectively. Current property usage is vacant land. Character of surrounding land is bus garage, gas station, and a dollar general. Proposed use of site is a boat shop. Parcel A will be sold.

Mr. Steven Muller presented unofficial survey maps for a potential subdivision. The Town of Bath Planning Board gave Mr. Muller permission to begin the subdivision process based upon the maps showing a new right-of-way. 

Louisiana-Pacific Corporation

Mr. Marty Zanght gave an engineering presentation with updated Site Plan to the Town of Bath Planning Board on the updates to the Louisiana-Pacific Corporation, Bath project development. Mr. Zanght reviewed the projections for Phase 1 which would include an 83,000 square foot building, with a temporary tractor trailer parking area across County Route 113 for overnight. This would be a standard gravel parking lot.  Phase 2 would be an expansion of the building to be just shy of 200,000 square feet. All proposed work will be West of the rail line that runs adjacent to the Bath jail. Raw materials will be shipped to the LP facility via rail line which will run South of the LP production building. Tractor trailers will be shipping the finished products to their specified destination.
 
LP plans to connect to the existing Bath sanitary sewer. There will need to be a storm sewer rerouted that is adjacent to the neighboring jail. That would take processed and domestic wastewater. Mr. Zanght’s presentation included topics related to water, storm water runoff, sewer, erosion, grading, and lighting. In addition, there will need to be tree clearing to construct the facility. There will be a large retention pond for stormwater runoff. 

Per NYS DOT a traffic study must be conducted on County Route 113. Currently, no off-sight improvements to the road will be needed. 

The timeline for the project is projected as follows: April there could be a Public Hearing with SEQR Part II and III review and approval; in May, conditional project approval may be granted. All pertinent agencies have been sent the cover letter and preliminary site plan.

As feedback is returned from Tim Steed, the Town of Bath engineering consultant, as well as public comments, LP will adjust their project proposal to accommodate the comments and concerns.
