Louisiana-Pacific Corporation

Mr. Marty Zanght and Ms. Lisa Downing-Schmidt on behalf of the Louisiana-Pacific Corporation (LP) presented an overview of the proposed LP development and site plan. LP will be constructing a new prefinishing facility for LP’s products. Operations will include an automatic coating line, a shake/panel line, spray booth, and natural gas combustion sources. The project location is at Steuben County Route 113, Bath New York 14810. The project is scheduled to begin construction in September 2022. The timeline for development is as follows: (1) grading and tree clearing, (2) laying out ground work, (3) development of facility. 

The prefinished products will be delivered by rail during day light hours. There will be no train operations after day light hours. There will be two, twelve-hour shifts (7:00am-7:00pm & 7:00pm-7:00am). They anticipate 37 employees for the first construction phase, and 60 employees after the expansion. All operations will be concentrated during day light hours. They anticipate 13 rail cars per week. 

Finished products will be transported from the facility by tractor trailer. There will be a temporary tractor trailer parking area across County Route 113 for overnight. This would be a standard gravel parking lot. They anticipate 44 tractor trailers per week. 

Phase 1 would be construction to include a one story, 83,000 square foot building, with a temporary tractor trailer parking area across County Route 113 for overnight. This would be a standard gravel parking lot.  Phase 2 would be an expansion of the building to be just shy of 200,000 square feet. All proposed work will be West of the rail line that runs adjacent to the Bath jail. Raw materials will be shipped to the LP facility via rail line which will run South of the LP production building. Tractor trailers will be shipping the finished products to their specified destination. Raw materials arrive on the east side and exit on the north east side of the facility. 
There will not be any continuous odor or noise pollution. The facility will be insulated. Furthermore, all outdoor lighting will point down and there will be adequate lighting for the safety of the employees. The DEC air quality application is expected to be permitted in September. 
There were no objections to the project from the NY State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO). An arrow head was found at the location, but that did not warrant further archeological review. The report will be sent to NY Parks and Recreation Bureau. LP is expecting the permit to be available by June in order to begin construction. 
The current stream on the land will be filled in. LP plans to connect to the existing Bath sanitary sewer. There will need to be a storm sewer rerouted that is adjacent to the neighboring jail. That would take processed and domestic wastewater. There will be an underground system of pipes to flow to wastewater tank station and then out to wetland. Only treated water is discharged. Water is held in underground vault to be treated. In addition, there will need to be tree clearing to construct the facility. There will be a large retention pond for stormwater runoff. LP has received approval from Steuben County regarding waste. 

Per NYS DOT a traffic study must be conducted on County Route 113. Currently, no off-sight improvements to the road will be needed
The Town of Bath Engineer Consultant reviewed their comments on the SEQR with the Town of Bath Planning Board. The Engineer Consultant advised the Planning Board it was satisfactory to approve SEQR.
