Dan Compitello of Delaware River Solar, LLC (DRS) and Kristin Jacobs of Bergmann presented for review: Updated Site Plan Review Application, Full Environmental Assessment Form Part I, Memorandum of Lease, Three-Line Electrical Diagram, Project Memorandum, Operation and Maintenance Plan, Decommissioning Plan, Town of Bath Host Community Benefit Agreement, Maps, and Renderings. 

The project would be considered a Tier 3 Solar Energy System that in addition to Site Plan Approval would require a Special Use Permit.

The proposed project involves the development of an approximately ±2.0 MW community solar farm located on approximately ± 15.1-acre portion of a ±80.28-acre parcel. The project will involve the installation of approximately 2,500 ground mounted photovoltaic panels as well as associated access road, electric utility upgrades, power inverters and perimeter fencing for the solar energy system. 
Town Attorney, Jeffrey Squires is currently reviewing the Decommissioning Plan. 
Mr. Compitello and Ms. Jacobs presented revisions to the Site Plan.
