Tim Laskowski from Sprague Insurance reviewed Medicare plans with the Board.  He compared the current BCBS plan with Broome County Alliance Plan #1 and #2 United Heath Care and Humana.  Broome County has been awarded a grant to offer health care plans with multiple municipalities through shared services.  This allows for the purchase of healthcare plans at a lower rate.  The projected savings the first year under Alliance Plan #1 is $47,571.25, Alliance Plan #2 is $54,464.20 and Human is $31,318.00.  All had comparable benefits to the current healthcare plan.  To participate in the Alliance Plans there is a minimum of 25 people to enroll, the Town has 19.  Mr. Laskowski was confident that the Town would still be accepted but it was important to file soon and get final approval so as to meet deadlines.

Assessor - Robert Strell reported that the commercial assessments are going well.  He is near completion in the Town and will be moving into the Village very soon.
