Mike Mishook, of LaBella, representing T&R Environmental, submitted for review: Site Plan Application, Short Environmental Assessment Form Part I and Part II, Renderings, Survey Maps, Flood Map, Agricultural District Map, SHPO Map, Resource Map, and Environmental Map for a development project at 6824 Industrial Park Road, Bath New York 14810. Tax map #144.00-02-005.123. 

T&R Environmental proposes to remodel 25,700 SF industrial building, develop approximately 45,000 SF heavy duty asphalt lay down area, develop approximately 15,000 SF truck and equipment parking, reconstruct approximately 10,000 SF standard duty asphalt parking lot, develop approximately 430 SF concrete sidewalk, develop stormwater infiltration basins as necessary for stormwater management, and provide new landscaping. 

The present use of the Site is also manufacturing and industrial. T&R Environmental seeks to also remodel the interior of the structure to retrofit their needs. The existing layout of the interior of the structure and the drive/entrance way will remain the same. The development is for further heavy-duty parking and equipment on the Site and improve the interior of the Site. T&R will be disturbing approximately 2.9 acres of the 12.1 total acres. 

The project will require a DEC stormwater construction permit.

William Thew of Mullen Associates, PLLC submitted for review a Minor Subdivision Application, Short
Environmental Assessment Form Part I and Part II, and Survey Maps for property located at 7785
Peacock Road, Bath New York 14810, tax map #145.00-03-035.110. Parcel is located between peacock
Road and Freeman Hollow Road, Bath. Size of parcel to be divided is 16.78 Acres to be subdivided into
1.432 acres and 15.474 acres, respectively. Proposed use of Site is residential and vacant forest land.
Current condition of the Site is manufactured housing and woods. The Character of surrounding land is
residential and forest woods. There will not be any changes to the property.

Luann Mejor of Barton & Loguidice, representing Momentum of Western New York Project, submitted for review: Site Plan Review Application, Boundary Survey, Sit Plans, Conceptual Architectural Plans and Short Environmental Assessment Form for a development located at 0 N. Industrial Road, Bath New York 14810, tax map #144.00-02-005.121, #144.00-02-005.125, #144.00-02-005.126. For this project there are 3 parcels. Total acreage of the Site of the proposed action is 16.9 acres, with 7 acres to be physically disturbed. Total acreage owned/controlled by the applicants will be 50.6 acres. Current use of Site is vacant land within industrial park and land uses of: forest, agriculture, commercial and residential.  Proposed use of Site is contractor yard and material processing/consolidation facility. Furthermore, they hope for recovery of difficult to manage materials for another use other than disposal. There will be a total of 5 buildings on the Site. The facility will process all nonhazardous waste (solids and liquids). 

Momentum of Western New York, LLC proposes to construct a materials management facility for the consolidation and processing of materials to increase recycling and recovery of difficult to manage materials, including using waste minimization techniques.  

The project requires a Non-Specified Sold Waste Permit, Part 360 in addition to SEQR Part II and Part III. The Town would act in coordination with the New York State DEC for a review of the Site. Momentum has commissioned traffic, waste delineation, and noise pollution studies. 

Momentum is requesting that the Town of Bath Planning Board act as the designated Lead Agency on the project.

Dan Compitello of Delaware River Solar, LLC presented for review: Site Plan Review Application, Full Environmental Assessment Form Part I, Memorandum of Lease, Three-Line Electrical Diagram, Project Memorandum, Operation and Maintenance Plan, Decommissioning Plan, Town of Bath Host Community Benefit Agreement, and Site Plans for the proposed Scudder Road Solar Farm Project located at 6105 Scudder Road, Bath New York 14810, tax map #190.00-01-015.100. The proposed project is located on a ± 15.1-acre portion of undeveloped agricultural land. The present use of the site is agricultural vacant land.  The project would be considered a Tier 3 Solar Energy System that in addition to Site Plan Approval would require a Special Use Permit. 
The proposed project involves the development of an approximately ±2.0 MW community solar farm located on approximately ± 15.1-acre portion of a ±80.28-acre parcel. The project will involve the installation of approximately 2,500 ground mounted photovoltaic panels as well as associated access road, electric utility upgrades, power inverters and perimeter fencing for the solar energy system. 
Scudder Road Solar Project, LLC plans to lease the land from the current owner, Gary Thompson. They would lease ±15.1-acres for a total of 30 years. The panels should last 30+ years. After the 30-year lease expires, they will continue leasing at a duration of 5-year increments. 
New York State Department of Agriculture and Markets has deemed the land “Prime Farm Land”. Given this label, Scudder Road Solar Project must adhere and commit to NYS best practices.
