RESOLUTION ISSUING A NEGATIVE DECLARATION UNDER SEQRA

At the meeting of the Planning Board of the Town of Bath (the "Board") held on August 1, 2023, Board Member James Emo moved for adoption of the following resolution; Board Member George McKinley seconded the motion and it was passed

WHEREAS, Bell Atlantic Mobile Systems LLC, d/b/a Verizon Wireless (the "Applicant") has applied (the "Application") to the Town for Site Plan Approval, pursuant to the Town of Bath Site Plan Review Law (the "Town Code") and New York State Town Law ("NYS Town Law") to construct and operate a 260' wireless telecommunications tower, with a 4' lightning rod, and associated antennae, equipment, and related improvements (the "Proiect") on approximately
35.28 acres of land located near 5016 Middle Road (Tax Map Number 171.00-01-010.212) in the Town of Bath (the "Town"); and

WHEREAS, the Board desires to comply with the requirements of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act, as set forth in Article 8 of the New York State Environmental Conservation Law and its implementing regulations as set forth at 6 NYCRR Part 617 (collectively, "SEORA"), to assess any potential environmental impacts associated with the Project; and

WHEREAS, the Applicant has prepared Part 1 of the Full Environmental Assessment Form (the
"EAF") for the Project as required under SEQRA; and

WHEREAS, at its meeting on July 5, 2023 the Board preliminarily classified the Project as a Type I action under SEQRA and declared its intent to act as the Lead Agency for purposes of SEQRA review; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to SEQRA, the Board has considered the significance of any potential adverse environmental impacts of the Project by (a) using the criteria specified in SEQRA, (b) examining the facts and conclusions in Part 1 of the EAF and any attachments, together with the Application and all other available information and documentation, to identify any relevant areas of environmental concern, (c) completing Parts 2 and 3 of the EAF, and (d) thoroughly analyzing any identified relevant areas of environmental concern.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that:

The Project is subject to SEQRA and has been reviewed as a single action. The Board classified the Project as a Type I Action under SEQRA.
The Board is the Lead Agency; however, it was the only involved agency and therefore there was no coordinated review with respect to the Project.

The Board has compared the environmental impacts that may reasonably be expected to result from the Project to the criteria for determining significance identified in SEQRA and the EAF and evaluated such potential environmental impacts pursuant to the standards under SEQRA and the EAF.

Based upon the information and analysis set forth above and the relevant documentation and information received by the Board, the Board finds that the proposed Project will not result in any significant adverse environmental impacts.

The Board hereby adopts Parts 1, 2, and 3 of the EAF as presented and prepared, including any supporting written elaboration, and issues a Negative Declaration under SEQRA for the Project.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that if any term, condition, or provision of this Resolution, or the application thereof, shall, to any extent, be held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, then the remainder of this Resolution, or the application of such term, condition, or provision, other than those to which it is held invalid or unenforceable, will not be affected thereby, and each remaining term, condition, and provision of this Resolution will continue in full force and effect to the fullest extent permitted by law so long as the Resolution, in its remaining form, realizes the overall intent of its findings, terms, and conditions.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Clerk shall immediately file a date-stamped copy of this Resolution in the Town records.

RESOLUTION FOR FINAL SITE PLAN APROVAL
At the meeting of the Planning Board of the Town of Bath (the “Board”) held on August 1, 2023 Board Member James Emo moved for the adoption of the following resolution; Board Member George McKinley seconded the motion and it was PASSED
Whereas, Bell Atlantic Mobile Systems LLC, d/b/a Verizon Wireless (the “Applicant”) has applied ( the “Application”) to the Town for Site Plan Approval, pursuant to the Town of Bath Site Plan Review Law (the “Town Code”) and New York State Town Law (“NYS Town Law”) to construct and operate a 260’ wireless telecommunications tower, with a 4’ lightning rod, and associated antennae, equipment, and related improvements ( the “Project”) on approximately 35.28 acres of mostly vacant land located near 5016 Middle Road (Tax Map Number 171.00-01-010.212) in the Town of Bath (the “Town”); and 
Whereas, the Project constitutes a Type 1 action under the State Environmental Quality Review Act and its implementing regulations (collectively, “SEQRA”), thus requiring review, and the Board declared its intent to act as Lead Agency on July 5, 2023; and
Whereas, the Board, duly acting as Lead Agency for the Project under SEQRA, conducted a full and comprehensive review of the Project in accordance with SEQRA and duly issued a Negative Declaration pursuant thereto on August 1, 2023; and
Whereas, the Board further reviewed the site plan in accordance with the criteria set forth in the Town Code, including consideration of public input, and all recommendations received.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, THAT Final Site Plan Approval is hereby GRANTED, subject to the following conditions:
1. 	The Applicant shall be required to comply with the requirements of the local Fire Marshal.
2.	The Applicant shall be required to obtain a building permit from the Town Building Department and pay the appropriate fee.
3.	Prior to the issuance of a building permit from the Town Building Department for the Project, the Applicant shall be required to provide a removal bond in the amount of $50,000.00.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, if any term, condition, or provision of this Resolution, or the application thereof shall, to any extent, be held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, then the remainder of this Resolution, or the application of such term, condition, or provision, other than those to which it is held invalid or unenforceable, shall not be affected thereby, and each remaining term, condition, and provision of this Resolution shall continue in full force and effect to the fullest extent permitted by law so long as the Resolution, in its remaining form, realizes the overall intent of its findings, terms, and conditions.
