Planning Board:		Planning Board Chairman James Hopkins gave the Planning Board Report.
Code Enforcement:	Councilman Lysyczyn gave the Code Officer’s report. Five Building Permits were issued and six Certificates of Occupancy were issued.
Highway:		Highway Superintendent Alan Trenchard gave the Highway Report. All equipment has had routine maintenance. The new Volvo 10-Wheeler truck has been delivered. Old truck #24-2000 Volvo sold at auction for $11,300.02.
Dog Control:		Councilman Bailey gave the Dog control report. Pepi Leeds is retiring in February 2024. First of the year there will probably be a rabies clinic.
Town Attorney:		Town Attorney Jeffery Squires reported that on November 3, 2023 he has to be in Rochester for commercial tax cases, and the Bath School District has to intervene on the one involving Walgreens. 
Village of Savona:	Tina Carson gave the report for the Village of Savona. Savona is going to have a village wide leaf pick-up on October 27, 2023 and a second leaf pick-up on November 17, 2023. Trick-or-Treat in Savona will be on Halloween, October 31, 2023 from 6-8pm. The Savona Library ( The Benedict Memorial Library) is having their 8th annual book and bake sale from October 13, 2023 through October 15, 2023.

Steuben County Legislator Nick Pelham reported that the County had their first budget workshop and things look good financial wise for the County.

Board Assignments:

Councilman William Glosick reported that it is now the time of year to watch out for deer and wild animals in the road.
Councilman John Lysyczyn reported that Goodrich Auto Works Graphic shop is done and up and running. LP Solutions had their ribbon cutting ceremony last Tuesday. There was a tour of the facility, and quite a few people in attendance. They are about half staffed which is where they want to be at this point. They have 25 people per shift and are running two, twelve-hour shifts. T & R Environmental has renovated the old building, built a new storage building, and are about to start their new office building. There was a meeting last week for the Lake Salubria Project and they plan to have the preliminary plans for that project done by the end of October. Public meetings and survey the week of November 13, 2023. Regulatory submission should be the end of December. Regulatory approval by the end of February 2024. Put in a bid in April 2024, and have construction start June 2024 and be done in 2025.
