Code Enforcement Officer: Councilperson Lysyczyn gave the Code report. James Northup worked 82.5 hours and drove 91 miles for the month of March 2024. He issued 8 building permits and 1 Certificate of Occupancy. He also completed several inspections.

Village of Savona:		Nothing from the Village of Savona.

Steuben County Legislature:	 Steuben County Legislator; Kelly Fitzpatrick gave the County report. Money has been invested for cutting down dead ash trees on County Roads that could potentially fall into roads and create problems. The Dollar Tire Days will be offered at the Landfill in July. Only truck and passenger tires off the rim will be accepted. Garbage can be taken to the Steuben County Landfill free of charge for Municipalities as long as it is done before the end of the year.
