Town Councilperson Lysyczyn listed what was going on in the Town of Bath:
· They are working on a solar farm on Scudder Rd, and also getting ready to work on a solar farm on Snyder Hill, but they found a bat, so they are trying to buy some additional property to set up a bat refuge there. 
· Momentum should be coming in soon. DEC has given them permission for the Momentum facility, so the DEC will be having a public hearing. 
· Still dealing with the sludge issue, they are waiting to see what the Department of Agriculture says about the local law in Thurston.
· There will be an informational meeting, possibly in March, regarding the Salubria Sewer Project. It is looking like the sewer will be going in the road around Lake Salubria on the cottage side, going to near Southern Tier Provisions on State Route 415, which may lead to a road replacement from the Highway Department around Lake Salubria.
· FEMA is doing another levy study program and looking at the flood plain. Lysyczyn recommended that Board Chairman James Hopkins, Code Enforcement Officer James Northrup, and Town Supervisor Joshua Buck attend the meeting for it.
