Old Business:

There has been no response from Hunt Engineers regarding the proposed projects for the ARPA Funds.

Department Reports:

Assessor:	Supervisor Buck had nothing to report for the Assessor as she has been on leave and not in the office.

Planning Board:	Planning Board Chairman, James Hopkins gave the Planning Board Report. There were three (3) minor sub-divisions and one (1) site-plan review that were approved at the September Planning Board Meeting.

Code Enforcement:	Councilperson Lysyczyn gave the Code report. The Code Enforcement Officer issued eight (8) building permits, two (2) Certificates of Occupancy, performed nine (9) construction inspections, investigated five (5) complaints, and issued two (2) orders of remedy, and one (1) Flood Plane Investigation. He worked 112.5 hours and had 276miles.

Highway:	The Highway Superintendent, Alan Trenchard gave the Highway Report. The Highway Department is still cleaning up flood damage. There is a concern about bridges that are collapsed on Harrisburg Hollow Road that are privately owned. The bridges are on private property and permission is needed from the owners to fix the problems associated with the bridges.

Dog Control:	Councilperson Bailey gave the Dog Control report. The Dog Control Officer had 18 complaints, three (3) strays, one (1) barking complaint, and had two (2) court cases for dog bite.

Town Attorney:	Town Attorney Jeffery Squires is preparing the updates for a Real Property Exemption.

Village of Bath:	Councilperson Wager gave the Village Report. He spoke to Mark Bardeen and it was reported that so far there is still no word on the grant for the new Fire Truck. Mr. Bardeen is trying to make sure there is a Plan B in place for the new Fire Truck.

Steuben County Legislature: 		Steuben County Legislator, Kelly Fitzpatrick reported that the County has been busy. There are upgrades taking place in the Mental Health Building on Liberty Street. The Local Law that was necessary for inspections and closing the Sticker Stores on Liberty Street was passed. It was also reported that it is Budget time so presentations are flowing in from local agencies to allow for the County Budget to be created and adopted. The Governor has issued a press release that she will pressure the federal government to allocate funds to help Steuben County with the flood damages.

Board Reports:

Joshua Buck:	Joshua reported that the Assessor is still on leave.

Dustin Buck:	Dustin reported that he talked to Corey Zydanowicz. Corey said that the Fire Department is going to look into the E-1 Fire Truck.

John Lysyczyn:	John reported that the Solar Project taking place on Scudder Road got caught up in a marshy area that required them to change the way they mount the solar panels for the project. It was reported by John that Norbut on Snyder Hill Road is creating a conservation easement on some property adjacent to the project. Once the easement is done Norbut will start work on the Solar Farm.
Hal Bailey:	   Hal reported that the Savona Library will host free bingo on Friday, September 13, 2024. It was also reported that the renovations are ongoing in the Savona Village Hall.

David Wager:		David reported that the Kanona Fire Department had a couple of chicken BBQ’s they hosted at the Poultry Show.
