Department Reports:

Assessor:	Supervisor Buck gave the Assessor’s report. The assessor worked 159 hours and travelled 58 miles for the month of November 2025.

Planning Board:	Planning Board Chairman James Hopkins gave the Planning Board report. The proposed concrete plant on State Route 415 has been withdrawn. There was an approval for a sub-division at 7645 Hickory Hill Road. This was approved in August of 2024, however it was not filed on time with Steuben County, so had to be re-presented for re-approval. 
James Emo has been a member of the Planning Board for 42 years and is retiring at the end of 2024. He will be missed. The Planning Board is looking for a new Board Member to take Mr. Emo’s chair.

Code Enforcement Officer:		Councilperson Lysyczyn gave the Code Enforcement Officer report. The C.E.O. The Code Officer issued nine (9) building permits, one (1) Certificate of Occupation, performed 15 construction inspections, four (4) fire safety/health inspections, investigated nine (9) complaints, issued four (4) Orders of Remedy, and one (1) flood plain investigation. He worked 150 hours and travelled 437 miles for the month of November, 2025.
Momentum on Industrial Park has been making progress. 

Highway Department:		Highway Superintendent gave the Highway Department report. When needed the highway department has been plowing and sanding roads. They have been cutting trees and brush and doing some roadside mowing when they can. All equipment has had routine maintenance. The new pickup truck has been delivered.
There is a Suit-Kote Christmas Party taking place on December 18, 2025 from 11AM-3PM.
There will be a new job listing posted in the paper advertising for a new Highway Worker.

Dog Control Officer:		Councilperson Bailey gave the D.C.O. report. There were 27 complaints, ten (10) at large, and eight (8) seized. There were 428 miles travelled in November 2024.

Town Attorney:	Jeffery Squires gave the Town Attorney report. There has been a proposed Host Community Agreement from Casella. The agreement will be distributed for the Town Board Members to review.

Village of Bath:	Councilperson Buck gave the Village of Bath report. The Fire Department is working on securing bids for a new truck and more information will be available next month. There is very little communication with the Town of Bath and the Fire Department regarding the purchase of a new fire truck.

Village of Savona:	Councilperson Bailey gave the Village of Savona report. The Savona Fire Department is going to need a new fire truck and has had 293 calls. A cement pad has been poured on State Route 226 for the new sign, and renovations are still not complete on Village Hall.

Steuben County Legislature:		Kelly Fitzpatrick gave the Steuben County Legislature report. They had a meeting on the spreading of Bio-Solids with experts, and they are currently waiting for more information from the EPA. She said that the Town of Bath should not be allowing the spreading of Bio-Solids, and that the town should be testing water treatment plant waters. Any laws regarding the spread of Bio-Solids come from the Town/City level of government. Fitzpatrick also reported that the State Comptroller is doing an audit of Steuben County.






Board Reports:

Joshua Buck:		Supervisor Buck reported that the assessor is still working on exemptions.

Dustin Buck:		Councilperson Buck reported that the Bath Fire Department has had 58 calls for the month of November and 28 calls were for the Town of Bath and 19 were for the Village of Bath.

John Lysyczyn:	Councilperson Lysyczyn reported that Hunt Engineers is still working on the Lake Salubria Sewer Project. There is an agreement in progress with the School District concerning the line that is on the school property that the sewer project will take over. It appears that there will be significant amounts of grant money to help with the cost of the project.

Hal Bailey:	Councilperson Bailey gave his report for the Village of Savona.

David Wager:		Councilperson Wager reported that the Kanona Fire Department Chief has had some medical concerns and due to this the helicopter pad project will resume in the spring. It was also reported that the Kanona Fire Department held a drive-through Turkey Dinner and they sold out within the first hour.
