Highway Superintendent:	Highway Superintendent, Alan Trenchard reported that the department has been busy with plowing and sanding when needed. The 2024 International 1-ton has had all warranty issues taken care of and has been working great. The new Volvo 10-wheeler should be done at Valley Fab next week and then it must go to Conway for the final inspection. It should be back and ready to go by the end of February or the first week of March.
Alan asked the Town Attorney to set up the gravel bid for this year (2025). He would like to have the bid to include the price with and without hauling to the job site by the ton.

Dog Control Officer:	D.C.O., Carl Tuttle reported that he had 22 complaints, two (2) strays, nine (9) unlicensed, one (1) warning, four (4) at large, and four (4) seized. He drove 238 miles.

Town Attorney:	Town Attorney, Jeffrey Squires had nothing to report.

Village of Bath:	Mark Bardeen reported that the Fire Department had 35 calls, six (6) false alarms, and gave Mutual Aid four (4) times and received Mutual Aid four (4) times.
Mike Fiordo reported that there is a real need for a new fire truck. The Department did apply for a FEMA grant and were denied. The Fire Department will seek permission from the Village of Bath to post a sealed bid for the building of the new fire truck. Once it goes to bid, there will be two weeks for bids to be presented and for the opening there will be two Village of Bath representatives, two Town of Bath representatives and the Fire Department present for the opening of the sealed bids.

Steuben County:	Steuben County Legislator, Kelly Fitzpatrick reported that the flyer for Tire Dollar Days, and recycling events will be available soon. The County EMS service is in full swing and offering part time EMS services to those areas that need it. The County has received Opioid money, money from pharmaceutical companies that have been sued due to the addiction issues caused by Opioids. This money has been distributed to various programs to keep patients on the path to sobriety. It was reported that the Cannabis law was a basically a waste of time, as the County has no authority to shut down the sticker stores. There will be a special meeting of the Legislature, to pass a resolution to oppose the electric rate increases proposed by the New York Power Authority to triple and quadruple their rates to municipal electric systems. 

Board Assignments:

Joshua Buck:		Truck and building insurances are up for renewal. 

Dustin Buck:		The Bath Fire Department had 112 automatic alarms, 40 lift assists, and 54 tree downs for 2024. The tax collector reported that the tax season is going well, and they are a hair over half done collecting.

John Lysyczyn:	Hunt Engineers has received the DEC approval to move forward with the Lake Salubria Project. Hunt has been in touch with Arbor Development and have been receiving information from them to provide to the residents in the district. This information will be provided to residents via an information bulletin to all residents in the district along with grinder station work permits. The projected start date is July of 2025 with completion in December 2027.
