Rules of Procedures:

The Regular Monthly Meeting of the Bath Town Board shall be the second (2nd) Monday of each month at 7:00PM in the Town Board Room, Municipal Building. If the regular meeting falls on a Holiday, meetings will shift to the following Tuesday.

The Leader is the designated official newspaper for the Town of Bath.

Five Star Bank, Community Bank NA and Chemung Canal Bank, New York shall be depositories for the Town of Bath monies.

Official use of privately owned vehicles by Town of Bath Officials shall be compensated at $.60 per mile.

All elected Town officials and other monthly employees to be compensated at the designated monthly amounts established in the 2025 Adopted Budget, except the Registrar and Deputy Registrar to be compensated semi-annually; the Budget Officer, Health Officer, and Historian to be compensated annually. Planning Board members are to be compensated annually per the 2025 Adopted Budget amounts.

Town Highway employees will be compensated bi-weekly per the terms of the current union contract.

The Health Insurance Co-pays for all Town of Bath Employees will be 17% for 2025.

Officials wishing to attend meetings, schools of instruction and/or education sessions benefiting the Town of Bath are authorized to attend at Town Expense subject to prior Town Board approval.

The following are authorized to maintain a petty cash fund:

Town Officials continue to be insured under a Blanked Bond which is underwritten by Sprague Insurance Inc., Corning. NY.
Supervisor Buck, by virtue of office, is authorized to attend the Association of Towns Annual Meeting as a voting delegate and/or councilperson chosen as an alternate in New York City.

The Supervisor shall submit a financial report to the State Comptroller within 90 days after the close of the fiscal year. A copy of the same report to be submitted to the Town Clerk to cause a notice of the report in the Town Clerk’s Office for public inspection within 10 days of the official newspaper.
