Department Reports:

Planning Board:	Councilmember Lysyczyn gave the Planning Board report. Floyd Helm presented a minor sub-division at the Planning Board meeting held on April 1, 2025. The plan is to separate the gravel pit from his property. The Planning Board granted the sub-division.

Code Enforcement:	Councilmember Lysyczyn gave the C.E.O. report. The Code Officer issued nine (9) building permits, two (2) Certificates of Occupancy, six (6) construction inspections, one (1) fire safety/health inspection, five (5) complaints were investigated, one (1) order of remedy was issued. He travelled 647 miles and worked 150 hours. It was reported that there is more progress at Momentum. The concrete floors are poured in the building, the office has been framed and the sheet-rock is up, the concrete vats for clean-up are installed, overhead doors are installed, the plumbing is progressing and the electric is being installed throughout the building.

Highway Superintendent:	Highway Superintendent, Alan Trenchard gave the Highway report. They have started ditching and replacing culverts, hauling sand and stone for cold patch and chip sealing, cutting brush and mowing back road sides and filling pot holes and filling shoulders that are low and washed. All equipment has had routine maintenance. The new Volvo 10-wheeler should be delivered by the end of the week. They will start cleaning the cemeteries soon.
BOCES has contacted the Town Board and the Highway Department regarding taking on two (2) students for a work-study.
The Highway Department has started their four (4), ten (10) hour work days (four-day work weeks).

Dog Control Officer:	D.C.O., Carl Tuttle gave the dog report. He had 26 complaints, one (1) stray, one (1) barking, welfare check on a dog, four (4) unlicensed, five (5) at large, five (5) seized. He travelled 355 miles. It was also reported that two (2) dogs were turned over to the humane society.

Town Attorney:	Town Attorney reported that he needs an executive session to discuss a litigation matter and a contract negotiation.

Steuben County Legislature:	Steuben County Legislator, Kelly Fitzpatrick gave the County report. There is a staffing analysis taking place in some of the departments including the Sheriff’s department to make jobs better and easier.

Board Assignments:

Joshua Buck:	Supervisor Buck reported that the insurance is squared away, and the Town of Bath is still working on the Assessor situation. 

Dustin Buck:	Councilmember Buck reported that the Bath Fire Department had 19 automatic alarms, 13 of them were public alarms, seven (7) lift assists, six (6) tree downs but only three (3) were on Town roads, there were 45 total calls. 
The Fire Department is still looking for a new fire truck. The current truck is a 2002 with 20,000 miles. The bids came in and the lowest bid for the new truck came in at 1.2 million dollars. There are no grants available to help with the purchase of the truck. The interest rate for the loan is 4.125 percent (%). The total amount that would be paid in interest for the loan comes to $780,752.05. These numbers are accurate at the cost of 1.6 million, however these numbers are not guaranteed due to a clause in the contract that is reflective of the way the specs are written for the truck. The estimated time for delivery of a new truck is four (4) years. There are other options for a fire truck such as buying a used truck or refurbishing, or a 1-ton truck, however the Fire Department is not interested in those options.
The Bath Fire Department still owes $120,000.00 on two of their current trucks (will be paid off in 2027), and as of Thursday, April 10, 2025 there is still a balance of $1,399,845.00 owed without interest, on the fire station building (will be paid off in 2037). The Town of Bath and the Village of Bath are responsible for this debt. The Bath Town Board is not against new or upgraded equipment, and the volunteer’s safety is a concern as well, they just want to ensure that all avenues for upgrades are explored before such a big expenditure. 
John Lysyczyn:	Councilmember Lysyczyn reported that there was a successful informational meeting held on Thursday, April 10, 2025 with Hunt Engineer’s and the Town of Bath concerning the Lake Salubria Sewer District Project. The residents of the district that attended the meeting seemed to be happy with the information that was provided. As it stands there will be a bid-opening on June 3, 2025.

Hal Bailey:	Councilmember Bailey reported that the Village of Savona is looking to buy a new fire truck. The cost is estimated to be around 1.5 million. The Savona Library has a coffee hour on Saturdays from 9:30-10:30am, and they are hosting a free bingo on April 26,2025 at 1:00pm. The Village is buying a new pressure washer, four (4) new computers and security cameras for the Village Hall and Fire Department. On May 10, 2025 there will be a walk/run benefit for Lilly Bronson (a first grader that passed away due to cancer). The proceeds will be used to build a fountain “Lilly’s Pad” in her memory. The Village of Savona is looking into the cost of a new salt barn as it is time to replace the old one.

David Wager:	Councilmember Wager reported that the Kanona Fire Department expressed their thanks and gratitude for the new Air-Paks by having a small presentation on April 3, 2025 when they put them into service. It was also reported that the Kanona Fire Department is also looking into purchasing a new fire truck. They have raised all of the funds needed to purchase the new truck.
