Supervisor Buck opened the meeting of the Bath Town Board with the Pledge of Allegiance at 7:00PM.

Public Comment:

The residents of the Town of Bath are concerned about the amount of flood damage in the Town. There are a few roads that have standing water near them that pose a threat in the event of another heavy rainfall.
Residents of the Lake Salubria Sewer District #8 addressed the Town Board regarding projected costs to the residents after the completion of the project. It was stated that once the contracts for the project are awarded another meeting will be scheduled to take place for the residents of Sewer District #8. 
The topic of dirt roads was discussed. It was mentioned that Robinson Road needs to be worked but not necessarily black topped. Residents stated that if the Town of Bath were to start putting black top on certain dirt roads, then there could potentially be a conflict with residents asking for all roads to be blacktopped. The Town Board stated that at this time the only plan for Robinson Road is to rework the road and maintain it in the future. If the Town Board were to entertain the idea of putting black top on Robinson Road it cannot happen for a few years as there is other work that needs to be done to the road first.

Old Business:

Nothing to report.

Department Reports:

Assessor:	Supervisor Buck gave the Assessor’s Report. The Town of Bath is still looking for a new Assessor. 

Planning Board:	Planning Board Chairman, James Hopkins gave the Planning Board Report. The Planning Board had two (2) Public Hearings. The first was Mud Creek Bison Ranch on Robie Road in the Town of Bath. The Site Plan was to open a venue that will serve as a restaurant, bar, mercantile, and assembly. Mr. Comstock presented a plan to offer food and beverages and live entertainment at this establishment. It was stated that the entertainment would include weekly in-door concerts and dancing. There is a plan for a 2-day Rodeo to take place on August 29-30, 2025.
Questions were asked regarding traffic and emergency services, and attendance for the Rodeo event. It was stated that emergency services will be on stand-by for the event. It was stated that only 4000 tickets will be sold for the Rodeo. No outside traffic control is required for less than 5000 participants to an event. Questions were raised about the sign to the entrance to the venue. It is too big and close to the ground to allow for patrons to see around it to safely enter and exit the facility. 
The Planning Board approved the Site Plan Application for the Mud Creek Bison Ranch.
The second Public Hearring that was held on July 1, 2025 was for a Major Subdivision on Industrial Park. The application was to sub-divide tax parcel 144.00-02-005.126 into five (5) smaller parcels. There are no plans to develop the parcels at this time. No questions were asked during the Public Hearring.  
The Town of Bath Planning Board made the recommendation to the Town Board to approve the Major Sub-Division.

The Louisiana-Pacific Corporation (L.P. Solutions) presented a Site Plan Review Application to provide an additional 12,474 square yards of concrete paving, 12,111 square yards of asphalt paving, fire line, hydrants and valves, lighting and stormwater drain and inlets at the existing facility. The Planning Board approved the Site Plan Review Application.

Code Enforcement Officer:	Town Councilmember Lysyczyn presented the C.E.O. report. Dan Peterson issued eight (8) Building Permits, two (2) Certificates of Occupancy, performed 14 construction inspections, one (1) Fire Safety and Health Inspection, investigated six (6) complaints, issued three (3) Orders of Remedy, one (1) Flood Plane Investigation, one (1) Mobile Home Park Inspection. He had 150 hours and 584 miles traveled. 

Highway Superintendent:	Highway Superintendent, Alan Trenchard gave the Highway Department report. The Highway Department has been busy repairing flood damage from the storm on June 9, 2025. There are 37 roads that were damaged, 25 with significant damage. There are two (2) roads that are closed due to the storm. All but a couple of the 21 roads that were repaired from the storm last August 2024 took damage. These roads were 80 percent complete and would have been completed for FEMA to reimburse the Town. These roads all must be repaired back to the 80 percent before work can continue with the help of FEMA.
The new Volvo 10-Wheeler was run into by the Bath Village Loader on May 27, 2025. The Insurance Adjuster has looked at it, but there has been no information since.
Robert Cooke has been hired as the Mechanic’s Helper. He started work as of July 14, 2025.

Historian:	No report.

Dog Control Officer:	Councilmember Bailey gave the D.C.O. report. Carl Tuttle had 16 complaints, one (1) stray, two (2) barking, one (1) court case, two (2) unlicensed, two (2) warnings, nine (9) at large, seized three (3). He traveled 266 miles. It was reported that there are a lot of new regulations being put into place by New York State Ag and Markets for kennels in New York State. With the cost of the new regulations that may be implemented on January 1, 2026, Dog Control Officer, Carl Tuttle will most likely be forced to close the kennel he operates for the Town of Bath.

Town Attorney:	Jeffrey Squires gave the Town Attorney report. It was noted that they will enter Executive Session to discuss his report.

Village of Bath:	Mark Bardeen gave the report for the Village of Bath. It was reported that the Fire Department is staying busy and looking for solutions for a new fire truck. A Special Meeting was held to swear in Don Lewis as the new Chief of Police. 
 
Village of Savona:	Tina Carson gave the report for the Village of Savona. It was reported that Rachel Wood has been appointed as the new Treasurer, and she will be in the office every Tuesday and Thursday from 9:00AM-2:00PM.

County Legislature:	Steuben County Legislator, Kelly Fitzpatrick gave the report for the County. It was reported that budget season is approaching. The County is wrapping up an audit through the Comptroller’s Office that is going well. Staffing issues are being addressed, and two more deputy positions are being added, they are also looking to add onto the Mental Health Staff as well. 

Board Assignments:

Joshua Buck:	It was reported that the Town Board is looking into Comp Insurance from NYMIR and Sprague Insurance. The IDA is looking at the 54 corridor to see what can be done. The Town is still looking for an Assessor, and the Highway Department is working to fix all the flood damage in the Town of Bath.

Dustin Buck:	It was reported that the Fire Department had 89 calls for the month. six (6) fire, one (1) under pressure/rupture call, 16 rescue emergency medical, 17 hazardous, four (4) service calls, 10 good intent, 16 false alarms, 19 severe weather calls. Mutual aid was given 10 times, and it was received twice.

John Lysyczyn:	It was reported that Hunt Engineers and Municipal Solutions are working with the grant people to secure those grants. Municipal Solutions indicates that the Town of Bath is very close to awarding the bid contract.
In Kanona, at the Fire Department, the concrete pads have been placed for two (2) HVAC units and one (1) generator, and a crushed stone pad has been placed for two (2) 1000-gallon propane tanks. The HVAC units have been placed; the propane tanks have been placed. Electrical conduit has been installed, gas lines have been run and the Fire Department has selected a color for the inside duct work. 
At the Town Highway Barn, work has been placed on hold because the air conditioning unit has to be removed before the work can begin. It will be roughly two (2) weeks with out air conditioning and ventilation once the work begins.

Hal Bailey:	It was reported that the Savona Fire Department has had 571 calls so far. There is a water leak in the Savona Village Water System. The library is having the Sam Pallett band there this Sunday day July 19, 2025 from 4:00PM-7:00PM.

David Wager:	It was reported that the Kanona Fire Department had ten (10) calls last month. The food trailer will be at the rabbit show, and there will be a Drive-Thru Chicken Bar-B-Q, Friday, July 25, 2025 at 4:00PM.
